about how God handles our mistakes, bad choices, 
and wrong actions: 

 
What can separate us from God’s love? 

 

Romans 8:37-39 = “No, despite all these things, overwhelming victory is ours 

through Christ, who loved us.  And I am convinced that nothing can ever 
separate us from God’s love. Neither death nor life, neither angels nor demons, 

neither our fears for today nor our worries about tomorrow—not even the 
powers of hell can separate us from God’s love. No power in the sky above or in 

the earth below—indeed, nothing in all creation will ever be able to separate us 
from the love of God that is revealed in Christ Jesus our Lord.” (NLT) 

 
What happens to us when we have a relationship with Christ? 

 
2 Corinthians 5:16-18 = “So from now on we regard no one from a worldly 
point of view. Though we once regarded Christ in this way, we do so no longer.  

Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; the old has gone, the new 
has come!  All this is from God, who reconciled us to himself through Christ and 

gave us the ministry of reconciliation” (NIV) 
 

How great is God’s love for us? 

 
Psalm 103:11-13 = “For as high as the heavens are above the earth, so great 

is His faithful love toward those who fear Him. As far as the east is from the 

west, so far has He removed our transgressions from us. 
As a father has compassion on his children, so the LORD has compassion on 

those who fear Him.” (HCSB) 

 
How does Jesus relate to us? 

 
Isaiah 53:2b-5 = “He had no beauty or majesty to attract us to him, nothing 

in his appearance that we should desire him. He was despised and rejected by 
mankind, a man of suffering, and familiar with pain. Like one from whom people 

hide their faces he was despised, and we held him in low esteem. Surely he 
took up our pain and bore our suffering, yet we considered him punished by 

God, stricken by him, and afflicted. But he was pierced for our transgressions, 
he was crushed for our iniquities; the punishment that brought us peace was on 

him, and by his wounds we are healed.” (NIV)
